*  After the goods are manufactured and assembled, inspection and testing of the goods shall be
carried out at the supplier’s plant by the supplier, prior to shipment to check whether the goods are
in conformity with the technical specifications attached to the purchase order. Manufacturer’s test
certificate with data sheet shall be issued to this effect and submitted along with the delivery
documents.

The Supplier shall maintain necessary log in respect of the
result of the test to establish to the entire satisfaction of the Purchaser, the successful completion of
the test specified.

In the event of the ordered item failing to pass the acceptance test, a period not exceeding one
weeks will be given to rectify the defects and clear the acceptance test, failing which the Purchaser
reserve the right to get the equipment replaced by the Supplier at no extra cost to the Purchaser.

Successful conduct and conclusion of the acceptance test for the installed goods and equipments
shall also be the responsibility and at the cost of the Supplier.

The same is applicable to
Subcontractors. The Monitor is under contractual obligation to treat the information and documents of the
Bidder(s)/Contractor(s)/Subcontractor(s) with confidentiality.

(4) The principal will provide to the Monitor sufficient information about all meetings among the parties related
to the Project provided such meetings could have an impact on the contractual relations between the
Principal and the Contractor. The parties offer to the Monitor the option to participate in such meetings.

(5) As soon as the Monitor notice, or believes to notice, a violation of this agreement, he will so inform the
Management of the Principal and request the Management to discontinue or take corrective action, or to
take other relevant action.
