Resolution of Disputes: The dispute resolution mechanism to be applied pursuant shall be as follows:

i. In case of Dispute or difference arising between the Purchaser and the supplier relating to any
matter arising out of or connected with this contract, such disputes or difference shall be settled in
accordance with the Indian Arbitration & Conciliation Act, 1996, the rules there under and any
statutory modifications or re-enactments thereof shall apply to the arbitration proceedings. The
dispute shall be referred to the Director, Institute of Nano Science and Technology (INST) Mohali
and if he is unable or unwilling to act, to some other person appointed by him willing to act as
such Arbitrator. The award of the arbitrator so appointed shall be final, conclusive and binding on
all parties to this order.

Applicable Law: The place of jurisdiction would be Mohali (Punjab) INDIA.

Right to Use Defective Goods

If after delivery, acceptance and installation and within the guarantee and warranty period, the operation
or use of the goods proves to be unsatisfactory, the Purchaser shall have the right to continue to operate
or use such goods until rectifications of defects, errors or omissions by repair or by partial or complete
replacement is made without interfering with the Purchaser’s operation.

Training
The Supplier is required to train the designated Purchaser’s technical and end user personnel to enable
them to effectively operate the total equipment.

Installation & Demonstration

The supplier is required to do the installation and demonstration of the equipment within one month of
the arrival of materials at the INST site of installation, otherwise the penalty clause will be the same as
per the supply of materials.

Warranty: 24 Months warranty shall have to be provided by the firm. The Warranty should be
comprehensive on site.

Note: If the OEM warranty is for 12 Months, additional extended warranty of one year should be
quoted separately with or without price.

Taxes and Duties

Suppliers shall be entirely responsible for all taxes, duties, license fees, octroi, road permits, etc.,
incurred until delivery of the contracted Goods to the Purchaser. However, GST in respect of the
transaction between the Purchaser and the Supplier shall be payable extra, if so stipulated in the order.

The cover plate should have 6-openings and sealed with metallic O-ring

It should be possible to use metal vessels of different volumes, typically 100ml, 200ml and
450ml on the same cover plate

The reactor should be designed according to PED, AD2000 norms

The reactor should be equipped with a motor integrated with a magnetic drive capable of
handling torque upto 75N-cm and controlled by a dedicated controller with speed range
from 100-3000 RPM

Interchangeable stirrer blades- propeller and impeller type should be provided
